“reaffirm [our] personal vocation to be stewards of  creation, to thank 
God for the wonderful handiwork which he has entrusted to our care, and 
to implore his help for the protection of creation, as well as his pardon 
for the sins committed against the world in which we live.”  
    This World Day of Prayer also falls at the beginning of  Creation Time, 
which runs until 4 October, the feast of St Francis of Assisi. This is an 
ecumenical season dedicated to prayer for the protection of Creationand 
the promotion of sustainable lifestyles

that we may protect the world and not prey on it, 
that we may sow beauty, not pollution and destruction.
