This 
Sunday’s readings should begin to encourage us 
not to fear and dread that day, but to look 
forward to it, by putting our lives in order and 
living as the Lord showed us. 
 
A Note from Fr Alf: Now that all the maintenance 
and re-decorating has finished at both churches, I 
would like to thank all those involved in the 
organisition of all the arrangements. I would also 
like to thank all who volunteer at our churches, 
as you help to keep things running smoothly. 
As you will know, the parish pilgrimage to the 
Holy Land has understandibly been cancelled. We 
pray for a peaceful resolution to the conflict in 
the Middle East.  
I will be visiting Lourdes week commencing 12 
November. I will take petitions with me and keep 
you in my prayers. We welcome Fr Lloyd and Fr 
Reginald who will cover our Masses next weekend. 
Please note, due to the Remembrance Services 
next Sunday, we will not be serving refreshments 
after the 9.30am Mass at St John’s.
